Vybor prijal nasledujuce definicie zlého zaobchadzania s detmi

Zlé zaobchadzanie zo strany systémov (sekundarna viktimizacia)

Zlé zaobchadzanie zo strany systémov je dalSie zlé zaobchadzanie alebo zanedbavanie deti
a ublizovanie ich rodinam, ktorému je mozné zabranit, spO6sobované samotnym systémom
vytvorenym na pomoc a ochranu deti aich rodin. Priklady zahffiaju odopieranie dietatu
prava na informacie a jeho prava na to, aby jeho nazory boli vypocuté; svojvolné odtrhnutie
deti od ich rodi€ov a/alebo zlé zaobchadzanie pri dennej starostlivosti, v Skolach, nahradne;j
alebo rezidencnej starostlivosti alebo v inych situaciach; trauma deti spésobena necitlivymi
alebo svojvolnymi lekarskymi prehliadkami; stres deti nasledkom ich styku so sudnym
systémom (napriklad oneskorenia v pripadoch vypocutia alebo neblahé skusenosti deti ako
svedkov); odopieranie prav rodi€ov na informacie a na u€ast na rozhodnutiach vSade, kde je
to v sulade s blahom dietata; nedostato¢né sluzby a zdroje na pomoc detom, s ktorymi sa
zle zaobchadzalo, ostavaju na ich rodinach vSade, kde je to mozné.

Systems abuse (secondary victimisation)

Systems abuse is the further abuse or neglect of children, and avoidable harm to their
families, caused by the very system set up to help and protect children and their families.
Examples include denial of the child's right to information and of his/her views to be heard;
unwarranted separation of children from their parents; neglect and/or abusive treatment in day
care, schools, foster or residential care or other settings; trauma for children caused by
insensitive or unwarranted medical examinations; distress for children resulting from their
dealings with the judicial system (for example, delays in hearing cases or damaging
experiences as child witnesses); denial of parents' rights to information and to participate in
decisions, wherever consistent with the child's welfare; insufficient services or resources to
help abused children remain with their families wherever possible.
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
